                            COCOA EXPORT LICENSE CONDITIONS

The following conditions apply prior to obtaining a Licence:

1. A potential applicant must register a Company or Business Name in Solomon Islands. If where a foreign investor is applying, a joint venture or partnership with local Solomon Islands nationals or entity with a majority shareholding by local national or entity is required. Also, the foreign partner or entity must get relevant approval for the specific activity with the Foreign Investment Board of SI.
2. Pay application Fee of $150.00 while lodging your application. (Form 1)

3. Have access to a permanent storage shed within the vicinity of export port where preparation of cocoa bags for export are done and must be inspected and certified by CEMA Inspector.
4. Individually or collectively own or legally have access to 10 hectares of producing cocoa farm or plantation and must be verified through a letter from your Provincial Agriculture Extension Officer of ownership of cocoa farm (s). The MAL report must be endorsed by the CFO, MAL from the respective province(s).
5. Must have a Registered Cocoa Processing Unit inspected by MAL Extension officer.

6. Must have valid Business license(s) (Dry & Wet bean trading and exporting) from the province(s) you intended to operate including Honiara City Council.
7. Letter of support of financial standing with your bank or your financier.
8. Able to supply data of cocoa traded locally for the last 12 months.

The following conditions apply during actual exporting:

9. Comply with “Cocoa (Amendment) Regulation 2013”

10. Provide statistical information as required by the regulation.

11. Comply with other related laws of Customs & Excise, CBSI Exchange Control, Quarantine and Immigration.

12. Must supply copies of Sales Contracts for your exports.

13. Management Fee of $60/ metric ton for each export must be paid to CEMA for inspection and grading.

14. License fee of $5000.00 per 12 months be paid after approval from the CEMA Board..
